Dear Friends
Everyone who is involved with Misericordia knows it is a very busy and lifegiving
home.  It appears as soon as one major event is over we are on to the next.  It would
be legitimate to wonder why we don’t sit back and enjoy what “is”.  Believe me, I
often ask myself this same question.

For me, the answer lies in the reality that we cannot take “tomorrow” for granted.
Without any doubt, our “today” is so blessed by God through the many believers
who are involved, at many different levels, with Misericordia.  People who want to
make a difference have found the possibility of doing so through their friendship and
support of Misericordia.

My fear for “tomorrow” lies in the uncertainties of Government support.  We operate in the real world and as
the cost of operating our home increases yearly, there is no increase from the Government.  But even more
frightening is the real possibility that in trying to solve the Government's deficits, human services, like
Misericordia, will be victimized.  What this means is unknown, but human services never seem to be a priority
for our Government.

If the Government “pulled the rug” from under us, we could maintain our high quality of care for 610 children
and adults, our most vulnerable citizens, for approximately three or four years.  This is not a long period of time
when you consider many of our residents will live a normal lifetime.  Last year, the parents of some of our
children received notice that all Government funding would be stopped in three months.  After several months
of panic, this was rescinded and government payment was restored.  So what we never thought could happen,
did-but thanks be to God, our friends in Government came through for us and every other involved agency.  

Today, what the Government pays us covers the essentials.  But the only reason we can have the beautiful
environment, almost a thousand loving and competent staff, and all the lifegiving programs is because we are
successful raising the private dollar.

Fundraising permits us to cover a yearly deficit (the difference between what the Government pays us and what
it costs us to operate) of 12 million dollars.  Fundraising also enables us to build new homes in order to reach
out to more people in need.  All the new construction over the past years has been done through private
fundraising with the exception of one major gift from the Government.

In 2011, we were able to welcome fifty-four new families to Misericordia.  This was so because, through your
generosity, we built four new houses on Campus and one in the neighborhood.  I wish all of you who are
members of the Misericordia Family and support us in any way you can, could witness the gratitude of these
families.  But there are thousands of people with disabilities who still need residential placement; some still
remain in their own homes with aging and frightened parents.  Is this not an indictment of our affluent society?

You could ask and this, too, would be legitimate: “Why does Misericordia continue to reach out to meet
more needs when everything seems so uncertain?”  It is because we are believers.  We know we are doing God’s
work and the needs are so great.  People who are believers know the only way God’s work will be done is
through their involvement.  God has never disappointed us and we believe and trust that all the good and
generous people out there will continue to be there for us.  And we know the Lord expects us to do our part—so
yes, we are on to the next event!  Please keep us in your prayers!  Thank you for believing in us.  God’s
blessings on you and yours.
